Demonstration Speech


The purpose of this speech is to provide you with an opportunity to combine verbal and nonverbal communication as you demonstrate the operation of some object or process.  Be sure to choose a subject that allows you to use both verbal explanation and nonverbal communication in the form of bodily movement and visual aids.  Your purpose will be informative.  Develop a thesis, analyze the audience, and gather material with this object in mind.


The speech should be timed between four and six minutes.  You MUST use a visual aid in your speech.  (You do not count as a visual aid. A volunteer from the audience does not count as a visual aid.)  Practice making visual elements part of your speech.  Make sure all diagrams and other visual aids are large enough for all listeners to see.  Avoid using your visual materials in ways that will cause a distraction, for instance, by circulating a picture while you are explaining a key point.  Check with teacher if you are in doubt about your visual material.  

· Topics MUST be approved by teacher.

· Time Limit: No less than 4 minutes – No more than 6 minutes

· DO NOT chew gum while presenting speech.

· Notes may be written on 5 x 8 index card or smaller. 

· You will sign up for speaking day. If you are absent, you will make up the speech on the day you return to school. Be ready!
